4. PROGRAMS APPROVAL CONDITIONS  
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(a) Will not consider students with attendance levels less than 90% as having 
completed the EOET program. 

(b) Will not grant credit for any examination required under MPR to students with 
attendance levels less than 90%. 

(c) The Manager, TCMSS Engineering Certification (Manager-AMSPE) may allow 
out of the ordinary arrangements, involving additional seagoing service or a 
special project as ways to overcome a lower than 90% attendance to a specific 
course. The RI’s EOET program coordinator must propose and support such 
arrangements.
